What are the competition guidelines?
Like every good competition there are some rules that must be followed:

1 The artwork must have been made in the last 12 months.

1 The artwork cannot weigh more than 20kg and must be able to fit through a standard
doorway 850mm).

1 The artwork must be predominantly (>90%) made from materials that would otherwise
be in the waste stream. This may include recyclable product like aluminium, plastic bot-
tles, paper and cardboard etc.

T Organic found objects such as sea shells, sticks, leaves etc. are not considered waste for
the purposes of this competition.

1 If the artwork requires electricity it must be tagged (dated and certified) by a qualified
electrician.

For full terms and conditions see the competition entry form.

How will the competition be judged?

The competition will be judged by an independent panel comprising 3 persons from an artistic or
waste background. All entries accepted for submission by the organisers will be judged.
Prejudging may occur subject to number of entries.

Judging will be based on the following criteria:

1 Demonstrating the concept of reusing waste products and materials as a creative
resource (at least 90% of the artwork must be composed of waste materials)

q A description of the artwork and its link to the theme must be provided and

1 Creativity and artistic merit.

The first 2 criteria MUST be satisfied. Weighting of the other criteria is at the judge's discretion.
The judge's decision is final and no correspondence shall be entered into.

Where will artworks be displayed?

An exhibition of the artworks will take place at the Manning Regional Art Gallery, Taree, from
26th August 9th September 2011.
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
